He is director of the Midwest Bullying Prevention Project, Inc., a not for 
profit company that provides bullying prevention services to schools. He is the author of The 
Parent’s Book About Bullying: Changing the Course of Your Child’s Life (Hazelden, 2000) and 
numerous magazine articles on bullying prevention. He also edited the North American edition 
of R time: Relationships to Improve Education (2009)
